Mesolonghi! Short tour

Capital of the prefecture of Etoloakarnania, with 18.000 residents according to the last inventory, Mesologi is an unexpectedly enchanting city. Built in the entry of Patraikos gulf, between the outfalls of rivers Evinos and Acheloos, next to the lagoon that constitutes an important water biotope, with rare flora and fauna, centre of fish and salt production, it is not only a city with a heavy historical heritage, but also a modern city with intense spirituality and freshness that is brought by the young students of the city technological institution (TEI).

There are a lot of versions regarding the name of Mesologi. The poet Palamas names it Misolonghi. S. Trikoupis - historian, man of letters, rhetorician and politician (also the first Prime Minister of Greece in the government of Kapodistrias) - supports that the name derives from "mesou-loggos" (middle of shrubbery), whilst the prevailing version is that of the lawyer Telemachos Kwstakis, who supports that it derives from the Italian "mezzo-laghi" that means ?between lakes?. And indeed Mesolonghi was built on three islands that communicated with small crafts and canoes and for that reason it was called small Venice in 1650.

The first contact of the visitor with the Holy City of Mesolonghi (as it was nominated on the 22d of April 1937 with the decision of Georgios B?, that instituted the last Sunday before Easter as the day of national celebration for the anniversary of the Exodus), is the Eastern Gate that is also the entry of the city - whose walls were built during the reign of Otto - and meets the Garden of Heroes. 

Walking in the alleys of the city you discover small treasures, such as old picturesque coffee shops, that fortunately evolution left intact. Monuments that remind us of another time, where coffee and ouzo together with some tidbit - tomatoes, olives, cheese, and perhaps even some wild artichoke - made the discussions over the "solutions" for the big problems of Greece grow.

Centre of the city is the square of Markos Botsaris with the old town hall which now is the Museum of History and Art. This museum hosts portraits of chieftains and philhellenes, old coins, medals and arms, authentic gravures of 1837, works of Friedel, busts of the five Prime Ministers (Spiridon Trikoupis, Zinovios-Zafeirios Valvis, Dimitrios Valvis, Epameinondas Deligiorgis and Harilaos Trikoupis), authentic paintings and copies of famous painters, both Greeks and foreigners, whose main subject is Mesolonghi. Besides artists who created masterpieces influenced from the sacrifice of Mesolonghi were not a few, in Greece but also in the rest of the world.

Arrival Information 

Establish initial contact with Araxos Tower 125.25 at least 20 nm away from the Airfield and then contact Mesolonghi Traffic 119.70 .
Always follow the controller instructions and advice immediately your request.

Mesolonghi Airfield Traffic circuit is Right Hand on RWY25 and Left Hand on RWY07 from the North side of the airfield. South Circuit is strictly prohibited unless otherwise authorized by the controller. 

Traffic Pattern Altitude is 1000ft. on local (Araxos LGRX) QNH.

Please refer to Mesolongi Approach Chart for Visual Reporting Points mentioned below. 

North or West Arrivals 
For those arriving from the North or West proceed to AITOLIKO Reporting / Holding Point and wait for directions. Expect directions for Approaching.

South or East Arrivals 
For those arriving South or East proceed to EVINOS Reporting / Holding Point and wait for directions. Expect directions for Approaching.

Approach Information 

From AITOLIKO Reporting Point 
Following the controller instructions, join Downwind at Traffic Pattern Altitude OR proceed over Mesolonghi Airfield and join downwind of appropriate Runway in use.

From EVINOS Reporting Point 
Following the controller instructions, join Base or Downwind at Traffic Pattern Altitude OR proceed over the Mesolonghi Airfield and join downwind of appropriate Runway in use.

Refueling Procedure Information

Available Fuel : AVGAS 100LL, MOGAS

A.) AVGAS 100LL will be available for the Fly-In at AGRINIO ZZZZ Airfield. 
The price of AVGAS is estimated around € xx.xx depending on current fuel rate. Please note that Agrinio ZZZZ Airfield does not generally have this fuel and therefore there is an additional transportation and delivery cost already calculated in the above rate. 

There will be a static or movable refueling facility operating at Agrinio ZZZZ Airfield.  
Do not confuse Agrinio ZZZZ Airfield with Agrinio LGAG Military A.F. Base nearby.
B.) AVGAS 100LL will be available for the Fly-In at Mesolongi Airfield. 
The price of AVGAS is estimated around € xx.xx depending on current fuel rate. Please note that Mesolonghi Airfield does not generally have this fuel and therefore there is an additional transportation and delivery cost already calculated in the above rate. 

There will be a static or movable refueling facility operating at Mesolonghi Airfield. 

C.) MOGAS will be available for the Fly-In at Mesolongi Airfield. 

The price of MOGAS is estimated around € xx.xx depending on current fuel rate. Please note that Mesolongi Airfield does not generally have this fuel and therefore there is an additional transportation and delivery cost already calculated in the above rate. 

There will be a static or movable refueling facility operating at Mesolonghi Airfield.
Refueling will take place upon arrival of the aircraft.

Please follow the directions below. 

1). Prior to your landing please advice the controller that you are going to be refueled with AVGAS/MOGAS. 
2.)  Follow the refueling personnel directions. 
Please note that in order to refuel all passengers must disembark the aircraft. 

D.) JETA1, Not Available 

Note:  Araxos , Zakinthos and Kefalonia Airport has JETA1 

Parking Information 

After your land and/or refuel, follow the marshaller’s instructions and proceed via TWY A to the temporary parking area (Temporary Apron).
Note: The refueling can be done at the temporary parking area too.

SAFETY BRIEFING

Please read through the following safety & operational instructions regarding the aircraft & pilots participating in this Fly In.

INBOUND flights

• Follow LGRX TWR 125,25 or ATH Info. 130,925 instructions until reaching MESOLONGHI area. Call Mesolonghi Traffic Ground Radio (A/G) 119,700 as early as possible.
• The Fly In’s traffic circuit is at 1,000 ft AMSL with ARAXOS QNH, always NORTH of the airfield i.e. always Right hand for RWY 25 and Left Hand for RWY 07.
• DO NOT descend below 2,000 ft AMSL unless you have established radio contact with Mesolonghi Traffic Ground Radio (A/G).
• Airport is licensed but (ATC) uncontrolled and therefore you must still check visually windsocks, runway etc. before landing. We suggest you plan to join overhead at 2~3,000 ft and follow A/G radio (119,700) suggestions.

• Most probably runway in use will be 25
• Even if you have good information by A/G, still keep a GOOD LOOK OUT for other traffic. CHECK FINAL approach before joining it from base leg.
· Use landing lights where available
GROUND

• Upon landing keep a good look out for pedestrians, young kids etc. The Fly In will have people on the ground to assist crowd control but still aircraft will need extra caution due to the congested space

• Most probably, after vacating runway, you will be marshaled to park at the EAST TEMPORARY area south of the runway marked with white red marks. Follow the marshaler’s suggestions but with caution, airport is uncontrolled

• Remember to CLOSE your FLIGHT PLAN with FIS Tel +30 2109972604 or with LGRX TWR Tel +30 26930 55656. Mesolonghi Airport has no direct contact with ATC authorities.

• Please remember to secure your aircraft in the parking position and remove the keys from the aircraft if unattended.
· Runway 25 has a loop taxiway at the south east end (check airport chart) which you can use after backtrack in order to keep clear of the actual runway for arriving traffic before your rwy 25 departure. Use it at your discretion and A/G radio suggestions.
LOCAL FLIGHTS

• For local / pleasure / tour flights please check in at the airport registration office. Someone will be taking care of the schedule of aircraft and people who are interested to fly locally or the Tournament.
• During local flights, if the airport pattern is congested, please avoid it and fly few miles to the West / Northwest for safety. Maintain 3,000 ft (AMSL) or above.

• For airport low passes inform A/G radio accordingly so that they inform other traffic in the circuit. Do not execute low passes outside the runway area (safety zone). Aerial displays are not on the scope of this Fly In.

• Keep a good look out for traffic in the circuit (North & 1,000 AMSL) and listen to A/G 119,700 suggestions. Check thoroughly the final approach area before entering the runway. 

• Check your destination airport time schedule before your arrival.
OUTBOUND

• Submit your FLIGHT PLANs at Athens Central Reporting Office Tel +303 210 3533691. If unable, then call LGRX Reporting Office Tel +30 26930 55665
• First call Mesolongi Traffic on 119,70 for start up and keep a GOOD LOOK out for CLEAR PROP before start up and during taxi operations

• Expect taxi suggestions by TWR to the holding position and report ready for departure but well CLEAR of the runway

• Check thoroughly the final approach area before entering the runway.

• On crosswind leg keep a good look out for aircraft entering downwind and climb to a minimum of 2,000ft

• Remember you are inside ANDRAVIDA MTMA and LGRX TWR 125,250 should be contacted after leaving the Fly In area and before or upon reaching 2000ft AMSL.
GENERAL

• Mesolonghi (ZZZZ) is licensed but officially an uncontrolled airfield. SEE & AVOID is your sole responsibility. Please listen and adhere to A/G suggestions & information to maximize safety.

• The Fly In will have lots of pedestrians and young kids wandering around the airport grounds. Although Mesolonghi Airclub Staff will do their best to keep them away from moving aircraft & live propellers, please do your best as well to keep a good look out.

• In the traffic circuit if there is more than one aircraft airborne try to maintain the standard circuit lateral & vertical pattern and a minimum speed.
• Please keep transmissions as short and accurate as possible as it could get pretty busy at peak traffic hours.

• Please use landing LIGHTS in the Fly In area at any time until runway is vacated. Use taxi lights, rotating beacons & strobes as appropriate in the air & on the ground to warn of approaching aircraft and/or propeller about to go live.

• Please be precise in your position and time estimate reports so as to facilitate A/G radio in suggesting some safe & efficient traffic separation.
• When starting engine check the area thoroughly to make sure the propeller is clear.
