The Crash of Sudan a Air 1165

Sudan Air 1165, a Boeing 707 cargo, crashed at Ymitos mountain the night of March 24th, 1992 just three miles East of the airport (see chart).

No specific weather data is available but it is known that it was mild with not any restricting IMC conditions.

The voice (wav) file lasts 95 seconds and has obviously been edited in order to extract silent portions of the conversation.

T = Tower Controller

P = Pilot

[ ] = Sounds in background
